"For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son.” John 3

Do you remember being in love? You could have been six or sixteen or
sixty, but your days and nights revolved around that person. You may have wor-
shiped the ground they walked on. You may have thought that this human’s faults
were delightful and amusing. You wanted to spend every waking moment with
them, because just standing next to them nourished your soul.

Remember love?

Yesterday while walking in the leaves that fall has dumped in my yard, I thought about
Denise Taylor. I was thirteen and I was in love. We would walk home from school through the fall
leaves. Walking home I tried to memorize her face, because I knew I would just die if I did not
see her everyday.

And then her Air Force father got transferred to another base and Denise moved. I knew
positively that life as I knew it was over. It was my first experience with puppy love, but I did sur-
vive.

And I did eventually grow up enough to find a woman whom I am proud to stand beside
today. Suzie is a woman who nourishes my soul in so many ways I have lost count.

Jesus is describing being in love. He is talking about God being in love with you. God re-
members you being in love with him. Do you remember being in love with God? Your entire life
felt different. Your days had purpose.

Maybe you have never been in love with God in your life
Maybe you use different words to describe being in love with God.

It could be “spiritual formation” or “born again” or many more, but it ultimately means sur-
rendering to God's love. It means letting go of the bank and pushing off into the deep water. It
means so loving God that I give my soul to him.

Jesus’ education began at age six at the local Bet Sefer or House of the
Book were he began to study, memorize, and be tested on the first five books of
the Old Testament. The children would spend from ages six through twelve in
the Bet Sefer. When they were twelve, there was a comprehensive oral test be-
fore the village rabbi, and only those who showed excellence were allowed to
progress to the next stage.

The second stage of learning was the Bet Midrash or House of Learning
where the Old Testament books of the prophets were added to the pupil’s memo-
ries and testing. The pupils spent two years in the House of Learning from ages
twelve through thirteen.

The final stage was the Bet Talmid or House of the Disciples where the
students picked which rabbi they wanted to study with from ages thirteen through
twenty. The Psalms were added to the pupil’s memory and testing during this
time. Their testing was by this time comprehensive over the entire Old Testa-
ment.

Please think how you would be different if you memorized a verse of the
Bible each day.
